a variety of church services as requested by the purchaser, and writing about his impressions. Mehta was not, in fact,

“converted” by anything he experienced, but his commentary offers a trenchant critique of the ways in which congregations
“do church,” often without thinking about it, because their habits are deeply ingrained. These perspectives of an outsider
are fascinating to me, not least because I find myself thinking, “I wonder how he would respond to what happens at FUS?
We would definitely be different, in that we would not ask him to affirm propositions that he doesn’t intellectually believe,
but what would he say about the sense of welcome, the music, the feel of the building, the preaching, the evidence of service
to others?” These were all key qualities he mentions in his reports on the churches he visited, now published as a book, “I
Sold My Soul on E-Bay.”

So compelling was this project that Mehta’s “purchaser,” pastor and evangelist Jim Henderson, hired another atheist, and
proposed that they visit churches together, so that Henderson could be part of the experience as well. The result is another
book, “Jim and Casper Go to Church.” It, too, raises very interesting issues about the form of what congregations do when
they gather, leaving aside the question of whether or not they are correct in the beliefs they offer.

These perspectives intrigue me, because I always wonder how we might make our own community more accessible and
welcoming. What aspects of our institutional life, that we take for granted and don’t even see any more, make it difficult for
people who already agree with our humanist ideas to find a home here? If there are changes that would allow that process
to happen more easily, are they changes that we would be willing to undertake?

I would like to explore these questions together, with anyone else who finds them intriguing as well. So I am setting
aside three Thursday evenings early in the fall — September 13 and 27, and October 11 — for a light supper and conversa-
tion, beginning with these two books. You can find them in the FUS bookstore; they are engaging, easy reads. We'll gather
in the Dietrich Room at 6:30 p.m., to ask ourselves what we think Mehta, Casper, and Henderson might say about FUS,
and what, if anything, we might like to do about it. One caution: If you think that Christians in general, and evangelicals
in particular, are so benighted that we have nothing to learn from them, this group isn’t for you. But they discovered a lot
from consulting a friendly atheist; I'd hate to think that the learning can only flow one way.

It may interest you to know that “Sources, a UU
Cantata” will be featured at the UU Musicians Network
conference in Florida this summer in a community-wide
worship service. Composer Jason Shelton says: “Kendyl’s
texts seemed to sing right off the page for me, and the
result of our collaboration is at times bursting with
energy, and at times deeply contemplative and moving.”

In addition to Kendyl’s lyrics, proceeds from an FUS
Foundation fund, the Charles Sigmund Music Fund, were
used to cosponsor the final (7th) movement of the cantata,
recently performed at FUS.

Continuing in our series of featuring individual funds
managed by the FUS Foundation, this month we are
featuring two which support our Music Program. Each of
these funds can accept gifts or bequests from music lovers.
So, you see, you could participate in the process of creating
inspiring music at FUS, whether or not you can sing or play
an instrument, or wave a baton.

The Charles Sigmund Music Fund was created in 1983
to honor former FUS member, Music Director, and U. of
M. professor, Charles Sigmund. Its purpose is to enable us
to commission and perform new music to enrich The First
Unitarian Society of Minneapolis and the larger community
as well. Each year, the Sigmund Fund Committee (Barbara
Brooks, Jan Sigmund, Madeline Simon, and Bob Aderhold)
decides if there are sufficient proceeds available. Often
there is not enough to commission a work, and proceeds
are allowed to accumulate for future projects. Accumulated
proceeds this past year paid for the orchestration of the
Barnett/Gibbons hymn, “Holy Ground,” for the Society’s
125th Anniversary celebration, and cosponsorship of the
final (7th) movement of “Sources, a UU Cantata.” Since
1983, this fund has enabled the commissioning of 10 original
compositions.

The Safer Music Enhancement Fund was established
in 2003 as a result of a generous bequest by former FUS
member, artist, U. of M. professor, and musician, Louis
Safer. “Lou” also created a fund for the visual arts at FUS,
and I understand from a brochure for a post-retirement
retrospective exhibition at the University, that he also played a
Tartini violin concerto with the FUS orchestra in 1957. The
purpose of this fund is to support and enhance the Music
Program of FUS, with the proceeds being used for purposes
such as music rental or purchase, repair or tuning of musical
instruments, and fees for special musicians. Recall last
December’s Music Sunday and the magic of the “Harry Potter
Suite” with the help of FUS children. That magic was made
possible by support from this fund.
